4. Let every one pray that God in His infinite mercy will have caused to be
appointed a good and holy man, and a spiritual man as the new bishop of
the Diocese of Birmimghan - - a man who shall comprehend the value of the
TRUE MASS and WHO WILL NOT PERSECUTE those of us who are working so hard
to re-establish it. LET US PRAY THAT HE WILL PERMIT THE MASS. Let us not

be deceived, the Massof the Council of Trent WAS NOT forbidden by Vatican

Council II. Whatever the forbidding that has taken place, has been perpetrated

by officials of lesser rank in the Roman Catholic Church. Such as these have

worked to reduce the Mass of All Times, the Supreme Act of Worship, to an act
that is acceptable to both the Jewish race and the people of the protestant
churches.
