1. Next Sunday - February 20,2000 is SEPTUAGESIMA SUNDAY - a truly important
day - the beginning of that season in the Liturgical Year which preceeds
LENT. The word "ALLELUIA" is sung or chanted for the very last time at
the end of First' Vespers of Septuagesima Sunday (Saturday afternoon) and
will not be heard again until the GREAT ALLELUIA of the EASTER VIGIL MASS.

2.. The Season of Septuagesima is a wonderful time to "house clean" our soul,
in proper preparation for the truly important SEASON OF LENT.

3. Confession is the very best act of preparation for the coming SEASONS.

4. This Lent let us work on discovering the proper proceedure in our effort
in developing the INTERIOR LIFE OF THE SOUL To begin with we must learn to
o make proper distinctions when we speak of the EXTERNALS of our Catholic
EXPERIENCE. Usually our complaint centers around the inordinate attachment
that certain traditionalist groups place on things, ceremonies and the like.
