Masses in the Abbey Church
will be at 6:00 AM and 8:00 AM ONLY.

November is the Month of the Poor Souls in Purgatory. DO NOT FORGET THE TOTIES QUOTIES
INDULGENCE for the Poor Souls. Each and every time a visit to a Church or Chapel is made during the time
between 12:00 Noon of All Saints Day and midnight of All Souls Day, reciting the usual 5 Our Fathers and 5
Hail Marys and 5 Glory Be’s, with an added one of each for the intention of the Pontiff, one gains a plenary
indulgence for the Poor Souls. Where it is impossible to enter a Church or Chapel, one’s Home Chapel can with
right and safe reason be used, leaving it up to God to decide whether or not the indulgence is thereby gained or
not. The needs of the Poor Suffering Souls and the crumbled circumstances of the present time come before the
opinions and the academic pronouncements of theological technicians. The words “toties quoties” means “as
many times as.”
